I must to bring to the kind attention of members that
the facilities available at the club, especially permit room and
restaurant are grossly underutilized, and the income generated
is inadequate even to cover the license fee and the maintenance
costs. We have to seriously consider ways and means to sup-
port the maintenance costs and ever increasing over heads due
to overall improvement in facilities. Subject to approval of the
General Body, the dining hall on the first floor may be suitably
modified to convert it into an air-conditioned conference hall to
accommodate about 100 persons, this project would cost about
18 lakhs and the investment could be realized in five years.
I request the whole hearted support and co-operation of all
members in all the activities of the club.

Strolling down the leafy Kowdiar Avenue, it is difficult to miss the stately, sprawling
grounds of the Trivandrum Tennis Club (TTC). Known as ‘The Club’ to its members, the
TTC is one of the most prestigious institutions of the capital city. “It is probably the only
club in the country with the term ‘tennis’ in its title,” Indeed, the story of TTC is closely
linked with the history of the game of tennis in the erstwhile Travancore State.
The Trivandrum Tennis Club was the brain child of its founder-president the late Goda
Varma Raja, himself a great sports enthusiast. With the active support of the royal family of

erstwhile Travancore, the
TTC was formally inaugu-
rated on February 1,
1938. Initially, it was sit-
uated in a small three-
room building at
Rathapurakunnu, Sastha-
mangalam.
The TTC’s oldest mem-
ber, 90-year-old C. Naray-
ana Menon, reminisces,

“Two tennis courts had been laid out and provision for wall practice was made by providing
a cement wall at one end of the club premises.” The club then had 11 members and
Chithira Thirunal, the then Maharaja, consented to be patron-in-chief.
The Rathapurakunnu courts bore witness to many important events, one of which was the
inter-association tennis championship in 1949. Travancore, Cochin, Mysore and Madras
were the States that took part in this championship held by the Travancore Cochin Lawn
Tennis Association.
When a young tennis player from Tenkasi won the State championship at the TTC grounds
the next year, it marked the beginning of a glorious chapter in Indian tennis. The talented

youngster was Ramanathan Krishnan, one of India’s tennis legends, and he won his first-
ever tournament at the TTC.
New site, same spirit:New site, same spirit:New site, same spirit:New site, same spirit:New site, same spirit:     As the interest in the game of tennis grew by leaps and bounds,
it was felt necessary to shift to a bigger plot where more facilities could be made available.
The present Kowdiar Avenue plot was made available by the Travancore-Cochin Govern-
ment in 1950. Once again, Godavarma Raja assisted by the existing members was the
driving force behind the new construction. The Club building, completed in 1953, was
designed by the late chief architect, J.C. Alexander.
Over the years, more facilities have been added to the Club. Apart from the nine tennis
courts - of which two are synthetic - there is a billiards room, gymnasium, shuttle court and
cards room. Apart from the games facilities, residential rooms are maintained in the Club.
The canteen is of course another im-
portant feature. Come weekends, and
the TTC dining area throngs with
members’ families and their guests.
There is also a small but interesting
library at the TTC. Besides books on
tennis, there are albums that trace the
growth and development of the Club
over the years.
The easy, laid-back camaraderie of the
early years comes through in the fad-
ing black-and-white photographs.
Mundu-clad umpires and women play-
ers in sari feature in these old pictures. It is widely felt - among the staff and the members -
that the basic character of the Club has remained intact over the years.
