Kesav Kamath leaves a void and 

fills me with a deep sense of loss, 

as I have had a very special       

relationship with him for more than 

five decades. My association with 

him began with Tennis, a passion 

we both shared and nurtured. His 

achievements in competitive Tennis 

during his younger days, both in 

singles and doubles, are well 

known to all of us. His crafty net 

game, acute angled volleys,       

accurate lobs and overheads were 

unparalleled, which made him   

unquestionably one of the best       

doubles players of our state. My 

thoughts go back to the days when 

we played  together in the civil 

service tennis tournament with trips 

to places all over India, and the 

various local, state and Inter Club 

tou rnamen t s .  Thos e  we re       

memorable experiences that further 

cemented the bond between us 

which is cherished to this day.                     

A distinguished engineer who    

excelled in his career in the Public 

Health Engineering Department, 

Premo Pipe Factory and Pollution 

Control Board, Kamathji was a 

man  wh o  e mb ra ced  l i f e             

unconditionally, with all its       

intensity, and reflected it in his 

attitude to those around him. A 

great conversationalist, he enjoyed the    

company of people. His nature was 

inclusive and he attracted people from 

all walks, which showed generosity of 

his nature and warmth of his heart. For 

those of us who moved closely with 

him, he was a raconteur who regaled 

everyone around him with anecdotes 

which had a fine blend of wit and   

wisdom. An engrossing persona, he 

exuded charm and cheer wherever he 

went, and part of his charm lay in his 

innate modesty, simplicity and grace, 

and a tendency to give priority to a life 

of mind over matter.  

His erudition on a broad spectrum of 

topics, never ceased to amaze me,   

music, astronomy, Hindu philosophy, 

to name a few. A rasika himself, he had 

imbibed an in-depth knowledge and a 

vast repertoire of different genre of 

music. The very mention of these was 

enough to send him into raptures, and 

we were treated to a veritable musical 

feast! To the uninitiated like me, it was 

an enriching experience. Time spend 

with him invariably lef t one       

enlightened.  

The members would always remember 

the invaluable services and contribu-

tions of Kamathji in the early formative 

years of this club and later as its Secre-

tary and President. Everything about      

Kamathji is best described in the words 

of Suman, his wife, when she spoke of 

the years they spent together as 

ñGloriousò. After a full and honourable 

life he has gone to rest in peace.

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Juan Martín del Potro (born 23 September 1988) is an Argentine professional tennis player who is the highest-ranked 

Argentine and the fifth-ranked player in the world. He is the reigning US Open champion after defeating Roger Federer 

in the 2009 final. Del Potro achieved a top 10 ranking by the Association of Tennis Professionals for the first time on 

October 6, 2008. In April 2009, he reached a career-high ranking of world number five. In August 2008, he became the 

first player in ATP history to win his first four career titles in as many tournaments.  He became the first player since 

countryman David Nalbandian to defeat Federer at the US Open, the first player other than Nadal to defeat Federer in a 

Grand Slam final, and the first player to defeat both Nadal and Federer in the same Grand Slam tournament. At six feet 

and six inches, he is also the tallest ever Grand Slam champion.

In fact my first encounter at TTC with an elderly gentleman was exactly that way when I came 

over to stay in one of the rooms here with a wooden Dunlop Maxply Racket! The gentleman    

invited me to partner him and play against the former state champions - Thankappan and     

Krishnan. After the interesting doubles game I had the privilege of having a glass of lime juice 

with salt. Unfortunately I had no idea about my host (who commanded an aura of dignity and 

charm around him) until one week later when I saw his picture and news on cover page of a 

popular daily that he had passed away in an air crash!! He was none other than the late Col. G.V. Raja! I still remember 

him insisting that I must come to stay in TTC whenever I am in town and play tennis. It was tennis that attracted me to 

Trivandrum and eventually my relocation. I must say that the magic worked for me at for over a dozen clubs around the 

globe and becoming member and later taking on captaincy in four of them. Tennis gave me the motivation for         

rehabilitating a dislocated shoulder some years back and a ruptured Achilles tendon recently and playing and winning 

the five over 65 veteran tennis tournaments last season.  

The reason I have chosen Tennis as a life sport, is because it combines the best in every sport, activating my body and 

mind. It helps me to stay physically and socially active, important contributors to ageing well. Tennis also enables me 

to live the words of Rudyard Kipling: ñIf you can meet with triumph and disaster And treat those two imposters

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Bharat Murali, the gifted Malayalam cine actor and stage personality is no more. He left us at his prime, 55 years, and 

ought to have lived for many more years. He was Chairman of Kerala Sangeet Natak Akademi at the time of his death. 

In 2002, his acting in the film 'Neyythukaran' won him the National Award for the best actor in India. My last meeting 

with Murali was in the Senate Hall in Trivandrum when we were there to pay our last respects to the writer Kamala Das. 

Little did I imagine that my next visit to Senate Hall will be to pay my last respects to him. Some months ago, while 

chatting in TTC on a evening ,he made me recite Macbeth: 

To-morrow and to-morrow and to-morrow,  

Creeps in this petty pace from day to day, 

,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,, Out, out, brief candle! 

Life's but a walking shadow, ,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,,, 

 It is a tale, 

Told by an idiot, full of sound and fury, 

Signifying nothing. 

The theatre actor in him loved Shakespeare and these lines moved him. 

 

 

Murali was not merely an actor who gave his best performance. He went beyond the performance to unveil the basics of 

the aesthetic experience that makes art so appealing to the human mind. This led him to the Kashmiri thinkers who lived 

and thought over this many centuries ago. He was astounded at how they could reach such solid conclusions and was 

always inquiring about the processes that enabled them. Abhinavagupta was, according to him, the most prominent of 

the lot. He read them seriously and often would ask me to spend time to read and understand their works. 

The recent advances in neurosciences which led to path-breaking research on the neural basis of aesthetics attracted his 

attention. For Murali to affirm this research was only a confirmation of what these great Kashmiri thinkers on aesthetics 

intuited centuries ago. 'Phantoms in the Brain' the wonderful book by Dr.Vilayannur Ramachandran, the famous Indian 

neuroscientist who lives and works in the United States influenced him deeply. He was confident that neuroscience 

would soon read out to us the workings of the human mind as it appreciated all forms of art. Murali drew parallels    

between the writings of the great Kashmiri thinkers on aesthetics and Dr.Ramachandran. He felt it was the continuance 

of a great Indian tradition. This led him to invite Dr.Ramachandran to visit Trivandrum and deliver a talk on the subject. 

The picture of Murali, on the podium, welcoming the great neuroscientist and explaining to a rapt audience on how and 

why the human mind gets drawn to all forms of art is deeply etched in my memory.  

Not even his greatest characters on stage or screen can surpass that image!
